Blindness isn’t funny – but laughing can help find a cure

Vancouver, March 15, 2011 – Comic Vision, a comedy fundraiser to combat blindness takes place on May 4, 2011 at River Rock Casino Resort in Vancouver.  All money raised from Comic Vision goes to the Foundation Fighting Blindness (FFB), a national charity funding vision research at hospitals and universities across Canada.

“Comic Vision started when my son was diagnosed with an incurable eye disease and we were told he was going blind,” says Ann Morrison, Comic Vision co-founder.   “We wanted to create an event that would raise awareness about what is happening to over one million Canadians across the country and fundraise for critical vision research.”

The evening includes a night of hilarious comedy with comedians Graham Chittenden, Tim Nutt and Debra DiGiovanni with complimentary hors d’oeuvres and guests can bid in the live auction, “The Best Of…” silent auction and laugh themselves silly during fundraising games. 

Money raised will support the FFB’s innovative projects to save and restore sight in partnership with the Canadian Institutes of Health Research (CIHR). These ambitious projects aim to restore sight to people living with vision loss due to retinitis pigmentosa and macular degeneration, the leading causes of blindness among children and people aged 50 plus, respectively.  Success in these studies could mean future clinical trials for patients in Canada.  

“Comic Vision began over 10 years ago with family and friends in a small venue in Toronto, and now we’re entertaining over 2,500 people each year across Canada, including Vancouver,” says Ann.  “I can’t believe how much support this event has received from the community, helping us raise $2.7 million dollars for vision research since its inception – a true inspiration for my son and my family that a cure is possible.”
